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The Legacy of Saul S. Swanger

Whether it was flipping the chalk over his shoulder onto the top rim of the blackboard, his tests with
humorous problems about Stanislaus and his incorrigible younger brother Whatalouse, the sweet smell of

his pipe smoke, or the warmth with which he embraced all of his students, Saul Swanger is remembered
fondly by many generations of MHS alumni.

Mr. Swanger began his teaching career in 1938, teaching
English, Ancient History, American History, Sociology, Latin,
Spanish, Algebra, and Geometry in a schoolhouse in Claytonia,
Nebraska, which was home to students in grades K-12. He
came to MHS in 1944 and remained for forty years, thirty of
them as Chairman of the Math Department. Immediately prior to
his retirement in 1984, the MHS Honor Society changed its
name to the Saul S. Swanger Chapter of the National Honor
Society.

. When asked about his proudest moments, Mr. Swanger said,
OBecause | continue to live in the same town where | taught,
hardly a week goes by without my meeting a former student
whom | taught (or whose children or grandchildren | taught),
usually to exchange warm and often humorous memories.
